Learning and Forgetting
Psychologists have studied
human forgetting in many labora-
tory experiments. Here are the
forgetting curves for three kinds
of material: poetry, prose, and
nonsense syllables. The shallower
curves for prose and poetry indi-
cate that meaningful material is
forgotten more slowly than non-
meaningful information. Because
poetry contains internal cues
such as rhyme and rhythm, it is
forgotten less quickly than prose.
